Dates

Hazardous Weather Training is available at any time online as part of the Training
section of My.Scouting.org. If you’ve never visited this site before, you’ll need to click
the “create account” button and then follow the instructions; have your BSA
membership ID number handy.

Location
There is no physical location as the course is only offered online through the
Training section of My.Scouting.org.

Cost
There is no fee to complete Hazardous Weather Training.

Registration
You do not have to pre-register for Hazardous Weather Training. Simply log in to
My.Scouting.org and visit the Training section to take the course.

Renewal
All direct contact leaders must renew this training every two years.

Youth Protection 2024 Update
Accommodation

The older youth Scouting America programs (Scouts BSA, Venturing, Sea Scouting,
and Exploring) encourage leadership development, growth, and independence by
recommending that youth share accommodations with other youth (must be the
same gender per Barriers to Abuse). However, we also recognize that exceptional
circumstances may warrant a parent or legal guardian sharing accommodation with
their same-gender child if the parent/legal guardian meets all leader registration
requirements.

Youth siblings of the same gender may share sleeping accommodations regardless
of age with permission from their parents or legal guardians. Campsites must be
arranged to separate genders adequately. This separation could be achieved
through natural barriers, physical distance, or by the campsite being divided, so long
as the separation achieves privacy for both adults and youth, as well as by gender.
Adult leaders are responsible for establishing the barriers and reminding Scouts
that members of one gender must not enter the tent/housing of another.

The Buddy System

The buddy system is designed to provide an additional layer of safeguarding by
ensuring no youth member/participant is alone and that a buddy can get help in an
emergency. The buddy system is used whenever members/participants are outside
the line of sight of qualified adult leadership and specific activities where the buddy
system is required for participation. Of note:

e The adult unit leadership oversees and approves buddies.

e Buddies are two and can also be three to prevent members or participants
from being alone.

e |If the original pair for a buddy group is mixed gender, a third youth/participant
must be added (for a buddy group of 3).

¢ Youth siblings of the same gender may serve as buddies regardless of age
with permission from their parents or legal guardians.

o Except for siblings, the age gap between buddies must be at most three years
for all non-sleeping activities and no more than two years for all sleeping
accommodations.

e When exceptional circumstances warrant, a parent or legal guardian may
serve as a buddy of their own child for both Scouting activities and sleeping
arrangements, but youth buddies meeting the above criteria, if available, are
always preferred.

Participation by Parents and Legal Guardians

Parents and legal guardians are encouraged to participate in Scouting activities with
their children. However, to meet youth protection policies, some participation—
including all overnight activities—requires the parent or legal guardian to be a
registered adult in their child’s unit.

guardians taking part in an overnight Cub Scout program with their own child or
legal ward are not required to register as leaders. All adults must review the “How to
Protect your Children from Child Abuse: A Parent’s Guide” that can be found in the
front of each Cub Scout Handbook. In addition, the parent or legal guardian must be
accompanied by a registered leader at any time they are with youth members other
than their own child/ward. All other overnight adults must be currently registered in
an adult fee required position.

o Project Title: Sensory Garden

o Project Summary: Scout built a sensory garden at the High School for
special needs students. Scout wanted to provide a peaceful place for
the teacher to bring her students where they can go outside and still
learn about different things for school. Scout planned a bench on a
cement pad with a path and garden beds. Challenges included correct
school administration approvals, cement drying time, shortage of
tools/supplies , and lining up the bench to the drilled holes in the cement
pad. The scouts did not plant herbs or flowers because the beneficiary
wished her students to do that task.

e Levi Jackson Serrano; T444B, 10/01/2024

o Project Title: Good Shepherd Acoustic Panels

o Project Summary: Scout built 16 sound dampening panels in his
church’s Fellowship Hall. The panels were wooden frames with sound
insulation wrapped in fabric. He wanted to make the Fellowship Hall
more accessible to the congregation for worship, meetings, and
gatherings. Before, the sound bounced around the room, creating
reverberation. Church members complained that it was difficult to hold
events in the room because the poor acoustics made conversing
difficult. Scout reported during EBOR that the decibel level dropped by
15 decibels after the project and the church board agreed that the hall
was improved.
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e Eric Johannes Catalano; T484B, 10/21/2024

o Project Title: CVCHS Engineering Room Shelf Project

o Project Summary: Scout planned on removing the existing 48 lockers
along a 48 foot wall in the Engineering Department classroom , and
build new 12 individual 4 foot wide 2 layer shelves for the full length of
the Engineering room wall. The intent was to make the room more
organized and practical, creating extra space for everyone to work
comfortably and providing storage areas. Scout built a sample shelf the
week before the project and discovered the he needed to change the
shelf design. Scout was able to get most of the materials and supplies
from the Engineering room.
